Balanced by good acidity, this
wine is hearty from nose through palate to
finish. Yet it has a touch of florals throughout
as well, which add both a hint of delicacy and
another layer of complexity to the earthiness
of this still-young wine. Pairs well with
roasted meat and fried onion strings.
